GJSCI signs an MoU with Surat Diamond Association

On 5% February 2015, Gems & Jewellery Skill Council of India signed a landmark MoU with the
Surat Diamond association to certify 30,000 artisans from the diamond cutting & polishing
industry based in the city. Though this agreement, artisans performing nine different job roles in
the process of diamond cutting & polishing would be certified with the ‘Recognition to Prior
Learning’ certificate. Recognition to priors Learning certificate is awarded to an artisan who has
spent many years in the industry mastering a particular skill ‘on the job’ but has had no formal
training for the same.

SDA, as per GJSCI’s requirements, will ensure that all assessments conform to assessment
guidelines and that these are undertaken as per the pre—defined format and in accordance with
each of the performance criteria outlined in respective qualification packs. SDA will also develop
question banks/ test papers in Gujarati as required as per guidelines based on QP/NOS of the job
roles and get the same validated by GJSCI.

Keeping the fast pace of the industry in mind, the results of the assessment along with the original
assessment sheet (electronically and physically) will be completed in a record 7 working days of
the completion of the assessment. Mr. Prem Kothari, Chairman of the GJSCI was highly optimistic
that more & more artisans from the diamond cutting & polishing industry in Surat will join the
movement in the next phase, once this exercise is over.
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
